Consideration and Approval of Employee Health Insurance Plan: Motion by
Trustee VanDieren, second by Trustee Garrison to approve the employee health plan
renewal with the high deductible and purchase Premium Saver Insurance to cover the high
deductibles.

Consideration and Approval of Ordinance #787 Adopting the Operating Budget
for the Fiscal Year Beginning May 1, 2016 and Ending April 30, 2017: Motion by
Trustee VanDieren, second by Trustee Hamilton to create a classification of Bar Manager
and set the rate of pay at $11.60 per hour. Roll call vote as follows: VanDieren, Hamilton,
Heintz and Garrison: “Aye”. Vershaw: “Abstain”. King: absent. Motion carried. Motion
by Trustee Garrison, second by Trustee Hamilton to increase the rate of pay for Heritage
Services to $11.48 per hour. Roll call vote as follows: Garrison, Hamilton, VanDieren and
Heintz: “Aye”, Vershaw: “Abstain”.

by Trustee Garrison, second by Trustee Hamilton to approve Ordinance 787 with the
changes to the salaries.
